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Getting Started Guide 

Mobiscope IP is an online service that offers you an opportunity to view up to four network 
cameras simultaneously from your iPhone. There is no need to install any additional software 
to view your cameras. 

1. Starting Mobiscope IP on iPhone 

Point your Safari browser to: ip.mobiscope.com 

To ensure flawless work of Mobiscope IP on your device you need to enable JavaScript in 
Safari. On your iPhone please go to Settings / Safari and check if JavaScript is ON. 

At first you can try to connect to demo cameras and make sure that the 
Mobiscope IP works on your mobile device properly. Just press Demo button on 
the Login page. 

2. Signing up for Mobiscope IP 

To sign up for Mobiscope IP press Sign up button and fill out a simple form. A Mobiscope IP 
account will be created and you will see you camera list. 

          

 



   
3. Camera list management 

You can manage your camera list easily. To add a new camera, press Add button. 

          

 

To view your network camera you must enter its URL. I f the camera requires 
authorization enter its login and password. You can test connection between your 
mobile device and the camera using Test connection button. 

Note: Camera settings are not saved during the testing procedure. Please be sure you saved them using 
the Save button. 

I f the test fails you should check the entered camera URL and settings of the 
camera according to the camera manual. You can edit camera options using Edit 
camera button.   

To edit your Mobiscope IP account, press Edit account button.    

To change the password, press Change password button.    

The Sign out button deletes your Mobiscope IP account including your camera list. 



    

4. Viewing cameras 

You should tap on the View camera button to view the one selected 
camera. To view all cameras simultaneously tap on the Multi -
camera view  button. 

To switch between cameras and multi-camera view tap on the needed 
camera image. You can also zoom in and out the image by pinching open and close. 

To get back to your camera list use Camera list button.
